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Message from the Coordinator 

Dear citizens, 

The Citizens Election Watch, Uttarakhand, is a non-partisan civil society effort at creating 
accountable and transparent governance in the State. 

Following the Supreme Court judgment of 2 May 2002 and 13 March 2003, it is the citizens 
fundamental right to know the background of candidates before casting their votes.  

Post- Judgment, this is the first Assembly Election in Uttarakhand State, but second after grant of 
a separate statehood. Amazingly, total number of aspirants/ candidates have witnessed a decline 
from Assembly election 2002 (927) to Assembly election 2007 (806). The same decline can be 
seen in total number of Women candidates from 72 (8.5 %) to 56 (7.0 %). The hill Women who 
literally lead all people’s movements in the region vis-à-vis the State have been pushed to the 
backseat. Hopefully, the trend should not percolate to the voting turn-out. This withdrawal is a 
serious threat to our Democracy, in addition to all the existing ones. 

A number of Academicians, Social Activists, Intellectuals, NGOs, Youth, retired Govt. servants 
and the concerned Citizens have come to platform under the banner of ‘CITIZENS ELECTION 
WATCH’, Uttarakhand. 

The Citizens Election Watch has collected the affidavits filed by candidates along with their 
nomination papers and collated them for better comprehension of the voter. Details of our 
findings were released to the Media and other Civil Society organizations on the 14th at Press 
Club, Dehradun and successively in other parts of the State and beyond. 

We solicit your cooperation in disseminating candidate background information so that the 
Voters are enabled to make an informed choice. 

For the purpose of Records a Detailed Report shall be published later.

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The Association for Democratic Reforms (ADR) and Experiments in Rural Advancement (ERA) worked 
together to prepare this Report. The Supreme Court judgments of 2 May 2002 and 13 March 2003 
mandating disclosure of financial, educational and criminal records, if any, by all candidates has 
empowered Voters and Civil Society to actively participate in improving the political system in our 
country. The Citizens Election Watch is a platform of concerned Citizens of Uttarakhand. It is a non-
partisan effort, not aligned with any political party. Main objectives are to raise voter awareness, help 
voters make an informed choice before voting, and to help improve the electoral process and the political 
system. In particular, the effort is to ensure that the political parties put up honest, capable candidates with 
strong interest in public service.  

The report contains information on all the 806 candidates, contesting in the Assembly elections. More 
than 20 affidavits were badly scanned. In one particular Assembly (Kapkot-42) constituency all the 
affidavits had only the last two pages properly scanned. Affidavits of two candidates (one each in 
Rishikesh-17 and Kedarnath- 37) could not be accessed. 

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS 

Out of the total 806 candidates  

• 59 (7.32 %) have pending criminal cases against them. The top 3 parties in this 
category are BJP (15.71%), SP (12.50 %) and INC (8.57 %).  

• There are 40 candidates having assets worth more than Rs.1 Crore. INC leads the 
category with 15/ 70 (21.42 %), followed by BSP 6/70 (8.57 %) and NCP 2/ 26 (7.69 %). 

• Only 5 % possess 48 % of the total declared assets. 

• Among the major political parties, average declared asset of INC candidate is Rs.69.74 
Lakh, BSP 63.91 Lakh, BJP 35.80 Lakh, UKD 24.21 Lakh and SP 14.77 Lakh. 

• There were 33 candidates who have incurred liability worth more than Rs.10.00 Lakh. 
The INC leads this category with 9/ 70 (12.85 %), followed by BSP, 5/ 70 (7.14 %) and 
UKD, 4/ 62 (6.45 %) 

• In all 560 (69.48 %) have no PAN. Among the major political parties BJSH has 31/ 38 
(81.58 %), followed by SP 43/ 56 (76.79 %) and UKD 34/ 62 (54.84 %) candidates who 
did not furnish PAN. 

• Among the major parties 40.32 % candidates are undergraduates. BJP fielded 61.42 
% candidates who are graduates and above, followed by INC 58.57 % and UKD 46.77 %.

This is much 
less than the neighboring Himachal Pradesh which had 27000 km of roads despite lower population 
and comparable geographic area. 

• Proportion of  Households having electricity as a source of lighting - 60.30 (For Himachal it’s 94.80 
and all India it is 55.80) 

• Per capita energy consumption in the State is 396 units which is better than the all India (314 units in 
(2000-01)) but even after 92% of rural electrification around 35 % families have no access to 
electricity.
